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General Crime Statistics

�„ In 2000 �² youth under the age of 18 made up about 8% 
of the U.S. population, but they were responsible for 
about 16% of the violent crime arrests and 32% of the 
property crime arrests (FBI, 2001)

�„ Juveniles accounted for nine percent of all murder 
arrests, 16 percent of all arrests for rape, 25 percent of 
all robbery arrests, and 14 percent of all aggravated 
assault arrests (FBI, 2001) 

�„ In 2003, approximately 2.2 million arrests occurred 
involving individuals younger than age 18 (Snyder, 
2005)
