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Disturbing events in Eastern German 

States

The majority of extreme right and xenophobic motivated acts 

happen in the eastern states alhough the percentage of 

foreigners is lower there than in West Germany. The Ministry 

of Foreign Affairs from time to time warns visiting black, 

Arabic and Asian people not to go into these areas. Some 

recent incidents:

ð Skinheads attack a group of people from India during a fair. Later it is 

difficult to find witnesses, nobody seems to remember what had 

happened.

ð A group of theatre actors is attacked by skinheads. The police does not 

intervene, instead let the skinheads go while taking the theatre group for 

a protocol to their office. 

ð The minister of inner affairs of an eastern state has to resign after having 

manipulated statistics on extreme right offences.
